Light pollution is largely the result of bad lighting 
design, which allows artificial light to shine 
outward and upward into the sky, where it's not 
wanted, instead of focusing it downward, where it 
is. Ill-designed lighting washes out the darkness of 
night and radically alters the light levels— 
and light rhythms—to which many forms of life, 
including ourselves, have adapted.  

How light pollution harms 

·  It destroys our view of the night sky  

·  It wastes energy - thereby adding to air 
pollution and emissions of climate 
changing greenhouse gases  

·  It harms people's quality of life. For 
example, it can rob us of sleep when it 
shines into our homes 

·  It adversely affects wildlife  -  in particular 
migration, reproduction and feeding.  

 
The first UK law tackling light pollution came 
into force on 6 April 2006. Exterior lighting joins 
noise and smells on the list of things that can be 
treated as a Statutory Nuisance under the 
Environmental Protection Act 1990. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
How lighting can aid crime 
 
 
 
 

�  Most crime, especially domestic break-ins, 
occur in daylight, proving that light can 
aid criminals.  

 
�  Over-powered lights, shining outwards, 

can hide criminal activity with glare 
providing ideal cover for a burglar at night 
by blinding potential witnesses.  

 
�  Lighting can help criminals see what they 

are doing, survey an area and minimise 
any risk, helping them to be quick and 
quiet.  

 
�  Lighting can highlight potential targets, 

"easy pickings", security lapses and escape 
routes.  

 
�  PIR activated floodlights are so frequently 

triggered that they are ignored by 
neighbours
